“APPLICATION” PROCESS: We have modified our entry process by shifting the initial learning curve from
outside to inside our tribe.

One of the things | find amazing about our TWC “Why?” is how it captures the core of who we are. God
simplified and purified our language so that we could capture our “Why”. In God’s plan, He took us
through a process of discovery. It was amazing! He allowed us to steep in His love and simmer in the
fires of His heart. In effect, He distilled our “Why” in Him!

At the beginning of TWC we were hesitant to put language to our tribe. This is because we were just
emerging. We were new, exploring something different and pioneering ahead. But, over time, language
mattered. God wanted us to put words to who we are, and to know why we are here. We can’t truly
explore commission without knowing our who and our why.

The “Why” of a person and/or a commissioned group is the core, the distilled version of passion and
design from Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. At some point, realizing a “Why” is an “aha” moment where all
the trials, experiences, prophecies, and provision of heaven meet with what and Who compel us. Our
“Why” is our filter through which we view the world. Motivation comes because our “Why” exists.

Revelation of our “Why” has only taken hold in the last few
months.

His perfect timing has helped us understand how to take the multifaceted diamond that we are and
distill it into a few words. How? We realized our why came from a paraphrase of Luke 10:27, Jesus
affirmed, “Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength
and with all your mind and, love your neighbor as yourself.”

All of a sudden it made sense! God had already put so much in place. Our “Why” was attached to this
verse. The promises over us and the journey we took could now be seen through the lens of our “Why”.
Our identity statements supported and came from our “Why”. So much more fell into place.

For years we have lived in our “Why” without realizing it. Our training from Foundations to Specialty to
Advanced Training all circle around this verse and reinforce our “Why”. Even more than this, our Warrior
EPIC Nation is immersed in our “Why” and our relationships are strengthened by it, too.

God made sure our “Why” was interwoven into and through all parts of The Warrior Commission, our
tribe, our friendships, our training. Even as we distilled our language, God brought about the impact of
our “Why” to intimately know Him and to know and see each other through heart-felt connections.

Coaches Corner:

WHY!

When Jesus said we must become like little children, that statement takes on life for me in the form of
questions. What is that, Papa? Why does it do that, Mama? Why? Why? Why? Do you hear your little
ones' voices asking questions? Those questions that are simultaneously dreaded and wonderful. When
they realize the answer, even if it is for a brief second, everything changes. Even if it is forgotten
immediately - that answer is tucked away for possible use at a later time. Their life has been so
imperceptibly changed simply because they asked a question. This is the juice that fuels my journey in life.

Why do | ask this question? What does “Why?” mean and why does knowing that make a difference? We
spend a great deal of time trying to figure out what God is saying, Scripture, prophecy, life, it all adds to the
information we process every day. In the past couple of years, He has made it my mission to perceive
clarity in what words mean. | have spent most of my life trying to explain why | am on this earth and, thank
you, Lord for helping me see it.

The question “Why?” is important because its use is based on reason and clarity. That reason and clarity
can be behind everything that we do in life, whether it's intentional or unintentional.
